FALL 2017
1. TEAM FEE- $700, 10 regular season games.  top 4 make playoffs (semis/final).  
a. $200 Deposit paid prior to first game

b. Minimum $50/game paid prior to tip-off until balance is cleared

i. Games will not be played if team’s don’t bring money (cash/check/credit accepted)
2. 
STARTING TIME- Please note that scheduled starting times may vary.  A grace period of 5 minutes will be allowed after the scheduled game time.   Non-roster players are allowed at the discretion of the other team.

3. 
UNIFORMED GAME SHIRTS- All players must wear a shirt with their team color and a number.  Team shirts are available through Fidelity House for $75.00(8 shirts).  Cooperation with this rule is necessary; it will make officiating and scoring less of a headache.

4. 
PLAYER CONDUCT- A player or coach will be ejected from the game he is playing in, plus one additional game on the 2nd unsportsmanlike technical foul. 
a. - Technical fouls count as personal fouls and are counted towards team fouls.[image: image1.wmf]

SUSPENSIONS/APPEALS- Any player ejected from a game for any reason will incur the suspension from the current game he is playing plus 1 additional game subject to appeal.  If a player is ejected a second time during the season, he is automatically suspended from the league for the remainder of the season.  Players wishing to appeal must contact Fidelity House within 24 hours. 
6. 
GAME TIME- Games will consist of 2 16-minute stop-time halves.  Overtime periods will consist of a 3-minute stop-time duration. 
7. 
SCHEDULING/FORFEITS- Scheduled games must be played according to the final schedule, scheduling requests are not guaranteed.  Getting 5 adult players to play is the bare minimum effort for the league; please respect your opponents and the league by doing so.  Teams unable to fulfill their game obligation may be removed from the league at the discretion of Fidelity House.

FREE THROWS- Penalty free throws are awarded on the 10th foul of each half.  There is no two shot bonus, only one and one.  Free throws may be rebounded on the release of the shot.

TIME OUTS- Each team will receive 2 time-outs per half for 60 seconds each.  Time-outs do not accumulate.  One additional time-out will be awarded to each team per overtime periods.

REFEREES- Each referee is a professional I.A.A.B.O. board certified official and should be treated as such.
